Current Activities 
 
Hewitt Park 
 
Parks and Rec Committee has received an official request from Lambertville West Amwell Youth Softball and Baseball 
(LWAYSBA) for the use of Hewitt Park.  One clarification is needed regarding the dates requested; Joe will follow-up with 
the officers. 
 
Spring activities planned for baseball field: 

 Baseball backstop fabric need to be replaced; LWAYSBA will install; Parks and Rec will purchase; no date set for 
completion, although it is desired prior to opening day in mid-April 

 Fertilizer for the field; Porter has received an estimate of $50/application from Naturally Green; this is the same 
vendor as 2015 

 Infield mix is needed; Windsor Soil Company has provided a bid for $980 for 22 yards of material; need to 
determine vendor from 2015 for pricing comparison 

 Dugout roofs and Pavilion roof need to be replaced; Strober will be asked to provide pricing; bids have not been 
received as of the date of the meeting 

 
Soccer field 
Zach reported that South Hunterdon is not interested in a soccer field at the WA Municipal Building at this time. 
 
New Business 
 
Summer event at Hewitt Park 
Several possible ideas were discussed, including concerts, picnics, etc.  A suggestion was made to sponsor an End of the 
Baseball season barbeque and movie night; this would be open to the community.  The thought was that many of the 
potential attendees may be in attendance for baseball already.  Joe will contact Jim Troutman of LWAYSBA; Heidi will find 
out about licensing issues related to movies.
