The West Amwell Township Committee agrees with the letter sent by our Environmental Commission on September 14, 2015, and would like to further comment:

NJDEP has already deemed the survey data submitted thus far by PennEast
inadequate for permit approval. We agree with NJDEP. Thank you.

We feel that we must insure that all of New Jersey regulatory safeguards are followed during this PennEast application process. We need to protect our resources, our land, our water, and our citizens.

The Pennsylvania DEP and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers have rejected
PennEast’s request to accept a “technically incomplete” or
“administratively incomplete” application and have insisted that actual field surveys, not remote-sensed data or desktop surveys be the source of
data to support the PennEast application.

We thank the NJDEP for serving the citizens of this state and for helping to prevent the destruction that the proposed pipeline would have on our Category One streams, our wetlands, our water supply,our habitats for T&E species, our environmentally sensitive Sourland Mountain Region, our preserved lands, both Green Acres and Farmland preserved. We have tried very hard to keep this portion of our state as a refuge for wildlife and humans.

There have been countless comments made to the Docket from organizations, businesses, and concerned citizens that have pointed out errors and misrepresentations of facts that have been filed by PennEast. We request that you address these errors and misrepresentations.
