Section 1.  Purpose

The ordinance amends Chapter 109, Land Development, of the Ordinances of West Amwell Township, specifically for permitted uses in zoning districts, consolidation and reorganization of sections pertaining to conditional uses, establish standards for farms and adding standards for accessory buildings.
