The high level of maintenance afforded this road made it a major artery for the combatants in the American Revolution:  Charles, Lord of Cornwallis, subaltern James Monroe, and General George Washington marked their places in history in some measure by traveling this road.
The years the road was used during the American Revolution as it was fought in New Jersey and more is documented in this just released book The Road Along the Rocks 1758 “The Bungtown Road”.
